On September 20, 2009, Serbia will show the significant progress it has made in the path to respecting human rights. Serbia has the responsibility to ensure the safety of all participants and organizers, thoroughly investigate all threats, and prosecute all offenders. Attempting to stop or disrupt the event is not only a breach of the International Convention on Civil and Political Rights, the European Convention on Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, but also violates the Serbian Constitution which guarantees the right to freedom of expression and assembly.

We call on the President, the Prime Minister, the Mayor of Belgrade, The Minister of Interior, The Minister for Human and Minority Rights and political parties to lend their support and endorse this event to make certain of the safety of all participants and organizers and to uphold the right to the freedom of association, assembly and expression at this year’s Pride Parade.
